Though he never converted to Catholicism, Lewis was very
instrumental in the conversion of many. His apologetical books like
Mere Christianity, The Great Divorce, and The Problem of Pain, among
others, have shaped the understanding of God for many converts and
cradle Catholics. He has beautiful and convincing arguments for
Catholic doctrines like the Real Presence of the Eucharist, the existence
of purgatory, the communion of Saints, the value of the liturgy, the need
for confession, and the value of Church authority.
